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What is Dokku? =

e an open-source (MIT) PaaS that allows you to
build and manage the lifecycle of applications
from building to scaling

e It's basically a “mini-Heroku” that you can self-
host on your Linux server

e powered by Docker
e integrates well with git.
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Why Dokku -

e Makes it easy to deploy your applications

e Actively developed, big community, been around
since 2013

e Designed to host multiple sites on the same
server right out of the box

o Cost effective

e Lightweight

e Rich plugin ecosystem

e Well documented

e Powerful, intuitive, command-line interface
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Building & Buildpacks

e Dokku uses builders to customize how an app
IS built from a source

o Dokku normally defaults to using Heroku
buildpacks for deployment

e You can also use Docker’s native Dockerfile
system to define a container. See
